D. Emotional (e.g., Feeling, Intuitive) learners

Strategies to Promote Thinking
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Use a KWL chart before you begin teaching to explore students’
prior knowledge of the subject (there is no wrong answer), what
they would like to learn about the topic, what they learned and
what is not clear yet (this will happen at the end of the learning
process).

. Activating learners’ schema and putting things in context to

motivate students to explore new topics and make connections
with everyday life and previous knowledge. Divide the class into
groups and ask questions about the topic to be taught (e.g., what
do you think about..?, what does... means to you?, How...,, why...,
etc.)

Have students choose three social or cultural aspects of their
culture they would like to share with indigenous students
(promotes holistic value #11 Healthy relationship with self and
identity, shared above).

. At the end of the learning unit teachers and students should

reflect on learning:

What did you notice during the lesson
What did you appreciate?
What stood out to you?
